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Summary
The book gives an account of a Christian world view, Christian education and its purpose, from an Evangelical Lutheran perspective. Then it analyses the educational philosophy of two secular and one Catholic philosophers of education and argue that their ’neutral’ education transmits secular humanist values. The main chapter is a discussion of arguments that are used or could be used for no-standpoint education, trying to show that they are not valid. Lastly it is argued that some Christian values (e.g. using one’s talents for the good of others) could be promoted in secular school for secular reasons.
