Summary
The first 3 of these books offer an approach to teaching for spiritual and moral development in the whole of the curriculum as required by the National Curriculum in England and Wales

The foundational book is Making Sense of Spiritual Development which outlines 4 ways of approaching spiritual development which are familiar to everyone, and intends to build confidence in teachers to tackle spiritual development.

They are:

Spiritual capacities

Spiritual experiences

Spiritual responses

Spiritual understanding

Spiritual understanding relates to the worldview of the teacher / pupil.  For Christians, their spiritual understanding is their Christian belief which helps them make sense of spiritual capacities, experiences and responses.

Opening Windows is an application of Making Sense of Spiritual Development for Primary schools and contains information about developing a policy for spiritual development, assessing spiritual development and offers examples of what it is and where it happens.

The Spirit of the Foreign Languages Classroom is a particular application of Making Sense of Spiritual Development for modern languages teaching.

The Gift of the Stranger is a more detailed exploration of modern languages teaching from a Christian perspective. It turns the accepted norms about language teaching up side down. Usually language teaching is about being a visitor or tourist in a foreign country and having the tools to do that successfully. This books approaches language teaching from a different perspective, emphasising aspects of hospitality to the stranger, rather than consumerism of the tourist.

The pedagogy within these books applies in both state schools and Christian schools.
